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Year 6 Trips:  Lulworth Cove and The Bovington Tank Museum

Dear Parent/Carer, 
By now your children have met their teachers for Year 6 and are hopefully looking forward to their final year of primary school. We wanted to send a letter out, this side of the summer break, about trips that take place in the autumn term so that you have plenty of notice and time to prepare.  

During the first term, the focus of our history and geography work will be based around the history of Dorset, including both its people and its coast, and as a result we would like to take our Year 6 children on a wonderful visit to Lulworth Cove on Thursday 3rd October. The children will learn about the Jurassic Coast, where a ranger will guide them on a coastal tour to explore the changing coastline, teach them how different coastal features are made, and how different rock types influence erosion. The route that we will be taking is within half a mile of the visitor centre and will be led be a qualified guide from the Lulworth Education team to ensure that the children have an enjoyable and safe trip. 
Then, during the second half of term, children will be learning about the events of WW1 and WW2, with a focus on life in the trenches during the first world war and life on the Home Front during the second world war. As part of this topic, on Tuesday 5th November, we will visit The Bovington Tank Museum, where children will take part in an interactive workshop and activities relating to the wars, as well as having the opportunity to have a look at real artefacts.
To make things more straightforward, we have decided to combine the payment for these two trips. In order to secure our booking, we will need a contribution of £30 per child. This contribution covers the cost for both trips, including coach hire, the cost of rangers and museum staff and participation in the interactive workshops. If you have any concerns over payment, please speak to one of our office staff about payment in instalments. 
We would love to take along some parent helpers on each trip. If you will be available and would like to join us, please indicate this on the permission slip below. In the event of more offers of help than we require, we will draw names from a hat – we will confirm if we would like to take you up on your offer of help.
