Dear Parents/ Carers,
We are in the process of working with the Local Authority SEND Sufficiency team to create a ‘Resource Provision’ at Muscliff, to provide much-needed support for children with Social Emotional & Mental Health (SEMH) needs in the BCP area. 
We would welcome to Muscliff up to 16 children who have identified ‘SEMH needs’ as part of their Education Health Care plan. It would consist of two classes of up to 8 children in each; one for children in Reception-Y2, one for children in Y3-6, who struggle to access the mainstream classroom and need a more bespoke therapeutic intervention in a small group setting. 
The children who access this provision would be educated in the base for most of their time, but would also be able to access an appropriate mainstream class as appropriate. They would be fully included in school life and be part of our lovely school community. The children would have their own curriculum, in line with national curriculum expectations, but also an increased focus on the development of emotional literacy, resilience, and self-regulation skills.
In order for us to move forward with this process we are holding a formal consultation over the next 3 weeks to gain views and feedback from the community. 
I have attached the consultation information and a link to a form for any questions/ comments. 
This is an exciting opportunity for us as a school. As you know, we pride ourselves on being a very inclusive school, with a focus on ensuring all children’s needs are met. This provision will be of benefit to all children, as it will open more opportunities for training and development for staff, as well as additional resources (including a new sensory room) for all children to use. There will also be a new outdoor space created which will further enhance our school grounds.
